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Today we recommend you to read, ”Didi and Daddy on the Promenade”by Marilyn Singer. During large group, the students identified onomatopoeia words from the focus book. They learned that onomatopoeias are words that resembles the sound that it describes. 
At home, you and your child can continue to practice imitating onomatopoeia word sounds like “VROOM!” Can they think of other common onomatopoeias like animals’ noises such as “oink”, “meow”, “buzz”?    To extend this activity write each onomatopoeia word on the back of the PAL. For example, the car sounds like, “vroom! so you would write the word on the back.
