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Today, we recommend you read “Pete the Cat: I Love My White Shoes” by Eric Litwin. This book is about a cat named Pete who has a pair of brand, new, white shoes. As Pete is walking down the street, he steps into a pile of strawberries, blueberries, and some mud which change his shoes to red, blue, and brown. Towards the end of the book, he steps into a puddle of water that washes away all the colors and turns his shoes white again. 
[bookmark: _GoBack] At home, you and your child can talk about the different colors that are in your home. To extend this activity you can also have them match colors that they might have on their clothing. This will help your child with their color recognition.
