At School, we read the book, “Whoever you Are” by Mem Fox . Our sight word was the word “be”.  We talked about how people are all different and look different from each other.
At home, ask your child to tell you how they look different from their other family members. Example they may have blue eyes and their sibling may have brown eyes. 
 To extend this activity, have your child talk about talents and interests they have and then take to them about the talents and interests you have to see how they are the same or how they are different form each other.
