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Today we recommend you to read “The Word Turns Round and Round” by Nicki Weiss. This multicultural book will give you some basic vocabulary in different languages. For example, Spanish, Japanese, Russian, Hindi, Arabic, Swahili, Vietnamese and French. As well as give you examples of traditional clothing to use in different parts of the world.

At home you can make up different movements to move from one area to the other. For example, leap from the kitchen to the living room, extend your arms, like a plane, and move from the living room to the bedroom, hop from the room to the bathroom. To extend this you could designate each area of your house as a different country or town. This activity will help your child to demonstrate traveling skills.
